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Network Computing
Objective

To create a way for local businesses to reach out to customers using a centralized website.  Businesses will be able to create and update their own unique business profiles using an easy but detailed setup process.  Potential customers will be able to access all information including contact numbers, interactive directions, menus, photo galleries, testimonials, etc, using the search driven site.
Project Details

The website will be located on a private web server using primarily PHP, MySQL, JavaScript and CSS.  The site is divided into many different areas including a user view, business view and administration view.  Using a secure database, all accounts are password protected.

Our website provides businesses with the opportunity to obtain low cost or free internet advertising while creating a stronger online presence.  Businesses have the ability to create and edit their own personal website using a content management system.  Our website is search driven, displaying results based on ZIP-Code location, and organizing results based on distance, relevancy of category/keyword, and user popularity (number of registered user favorites).

Business Search Engine (18 points)

· (5 pt) Results are based upon distance via zip code. CH
· (3 pt) Results have the ability to be sorted by Name, Date Added, and Random. CH
· (5 pt) Results are obtained using keywords defined by the Business owner. CH
· (2 pt) Search is database driven using queries to obtain results. CH
· (1 pt) Results do not require login, but certain functions become available upon login such as Add Favorite, Coupons, and Friends (View how many friends have favorite this business). CH

Login (7 points)
· (1 pt) Login is session based expiring on logout or browser close. CH + DB
· (1 pt) Lost Password/Username form.  CH
· (1 pt) Certain site functions require login to view. CH
· (2 pt) Certain database information is stored via session on login. CH
· (2 pt) Pages that require login will call upon a separate file (accesscontrol.php) to verify login/account status. CH
Account Registration (15 points)
· (1 pt) Each User/Business receives a unique ID and password. CH
· (1 pt) IDs are generated automatically. CH
· (2 pt) Collect contact information and store in database CH + DB
· (3 pt) Verify email address with random generated string CH
· (1 pt) Each username is unique CH
· (1 pt) No duplicate accounts with the same email address CH
· (1 pt) If this is a business account, associate this user with the business. CH
· (1 pt) Automatically generated emails are sent throughout the registration process. CH
· (1 pt) Registration process is easy and tailored to non-technical internet users. DB
· (2 pt) Information collected depends on account type. CH
· (1 pt) No Duplicate Businesses. CH
Account Setup (31 points)
· (1 pt) Easy step by step process, tailored to non-technical users. DB
· (3 pt) If user doesn’t complete setup, we will save all current information and the step they’re on, so they may complete in the future. DB
· (5 pt) Choose existing or create new keywords to associate with their business. Keywords are used for search engine purposes. DB
· (1 pt) Create Home Page/Welcome text. DB
· (1 pt) Confirm location information is correct, including directions. DB
· (10 pt) If “Menu” is an option, complete menu, including categories, items, pictures, descriptions, and prices. DB
· (5 pt) If “Gallery” is an option, complete photo gallery(s), including categories, pictures, and descriptions. DB
· (2 pt) Create first coupon to be displayed in search results and home page. DB
· (1 pt) Upload logo. DB
· (1 pt) Provide Website link (We will provide a link from our site to theirs). DB
· (1 pt) Obtain Hours of Operation and Business Contact Information. DB
Business Account (25 points)
· (5 pt) Able to dynamically control what information is displayed. CH
· (3 pt) Add/Edit/Remove Logo. DB
· (5 pt) Add/Edit/Create/Delete “Menu” and items, including picture and description (aimed at Restaurants). DB + CH
· (1 pt) Interactive Google Map automatically generated. DB
· (1 pt) Approve/Deny Testimonials for display purposes. DB
· (5 pt) Add/Edit/Create/Delete Photo Galleries. DB + CH
· (5 pt) Add/Edit/Create/Delete Coupons. DB +CH
User Account (7 points)
· (4 pt) Able to “Favorite” a business. CH
· (1 pt) Obtain coupons only available on the website. DB
· (1 pt) Submit Testimonials. DB
· (6 pt) Use “Message Center” for contacting businesses or other users. CH
Administration Account (20 points)

· (8 pt) Administrators may view/edit/suspend/delete all accounts, including site privileges and excluding private information such as account password. DB + CH
· (1 pt) Create “Basic Listing” using Phone book information. CH
· (5 pt) Create/Edit/Delete “Keywords” that associate to our Search Engine. CH
· (2 pt) Have the ability to regulate and censor website. CH
· (3 pt) Create/Edit/Delete News articles. CH
· (1 pt) Only Administrators may view administration section. CH
Graphic Design/Layout (20 points) DB
Other (9 points)
· (1 pt) Personalized Home page is displayed upon login. DB
· (3 pt) Home Page displays latest Coupons, messages, favorites, news, and local events. DB
· (5 pt) Customer Service Section including a FAQ and Terms of Use Policy. DB
