General Concept
To create a web site backed by an SQL database for a non-profit organization. The non-profit organization is based in Detroit, MI. They’re purpose is to provide low/no income families with support. This support includes groceries, clothes, resume building help, financial planning, bible study, prayer and counseling. The site will monitor and track clients prior visits (to ensure they see all required areas), their current visit, as well as their overall progress over their six month allotted time receiving help.

Project Details
This site will be built using the PHP, HTML, Javascript, CSS and MYSQL. The site will be user login only, so there will not be a site accessible to the public. The site will also need to have different levels of accessing accounts, due to some sensitive financial and personal information which will be contained. Due to being hosted on the OECStaff server in the CS Server room, it will also need to be highly secured. This will be achieved using both software on the machine, as well as using passwords and SSL connections. The non-profit organization will also require reports to be generated to provide the government with detailed breakdown of the services they provide for additional funding. This will be achieved using PDF reports which images generated using PHP and GD.
