1) Looking at my laptop right now, what is the host OS?

3) I'm running software on a VM.  It is almost entirely computation, with little I/O.  It's written for the same CPU as the actual hardware.  Which is likely true?

4) A VM runs mostly disk-intensive operations. Which is likely?

6) Pick:
